Your National Women’s Ministries is happy to send you a DVD of the second 

series of  Leadership Training Conferences which have been held throughout 

our CLB churches during the last two years.  You’ll recall that you were sent a 

DVD copy of series one also, (called “Come, Now is the Time”) and we’re 

hoping that many of you have used it in your groups.

b. Growing in Servant Leadership 

c. Growing Up:  Maturing In Your Faith 

d. Caring For Seedlings 

e. Rooted in the Truth. 
 

How to use the materials: 

1. Please request that the greeting be shown in a worship service, perhaps 

at announcements time, or “Mission Moments”.  You could also have 

your women’s ministries leader tell about your local group and invite 

women to attend. 

2. Consider scheduling a series of five events – at church or in homes – to 

show and discuss the individual workshop topics.  Sample publicity 

materials may be downloaded from our website, and student handout 

materials are available there also.  www.wmclb.com. 

3. Please be sure that the DVD is passed on to your leadership as future 

officers are elected.
